DIVISION 4 –  BLOCK MASONRY

March 30, 2005

Summary

This construction consists of block masonry for the purpose of providing foundations at several different elevations within the building.  Nominal block sizes will be 8” x 8” x 16” and 12” x 8” x 16”.  An 8” x 8” x 16” Header block will cap each wall.  Block, mortar, and sand will be provided by the owner.

Performance Requirement

1. All block shall be installed in a uniform manner using staggered joints.  All walls will be plumb and level. Mortar joints shall be no wider then 3/8.”  Joints below ground do not have to be tooled. No mortar cracks to exceed 1/8”.  

2. Subcontractor will provide protection so that mortar does not damage any other building products. Damage to any other products caused by mortar spillage will be the responsibility of the Subcontractor.

3. Subcontractor is responsible for supplying his/her own electricity, heat, and water.

4. No block will be laid when the temperature is thirty-two (32) degrees or lower, unless protected and temporary heat is provided.

5. Subcontractor will verify the location of adequate brick ledges.

6. Subcontractor will schedule all inspections relative to his/her Work if required by the Project Manager and will have a qualified representative present at the time of inspection.

7. Subcontractor will mortar full all ends of the cavity at the brick veneer and fill all holes.  Subcontractor will parge all exposed foundation walls.

8. All concrete caps on masonry chimneys will be done with concrete, not mortar.

9. Subcontractor will be responsible for replacing any faulty block work, as determined by the Project Manager.

Non-Performance Remedy

1. The Subcontractor will repair and/or replace defects resulting from Work not meeting the performance requirements. All repairs include labor and material. The Owner will make the final determination on any remedial actions.
